RULES:  Current NRA High Power Rules apply.  It is the Competitor’s responsibility to be familiar with the rules.  Rule Books available from Match Director for $4.00.
ENTRY FEE:  $ 20.00 per Shooter ($12.00 for Juniors under 18) payable at beginning of Match.  Make checks payable to Steve Quinn  ($4.25 NRA fee, $5.00 VSA fee, balance for supplies & cash awards).

ENTRY INFORMATION: Name, Address, Phone, NRA Number, DOB, NRA Classification, Rifle type.

CLASSIFICATIONS:  NRA Classification system will be used. Shooters without a current High Power classification will compete in the Master Class, (Rule 19.7).
RIFLE:  Service Rifle as defined in Rule 3.1, 3.1.1, 3.1.2, 3.1.3, 3.1.4, 3.1.5 and Match Rifle as defined in Rule 3.3, and 3.3.1.

SIGHTS:  Metallic as defined in Rule 3.7(a)(1) and (2)

COURSE OF FIRE: National Match Course of Fire.  Two sighters per stage plus 10 shots slow fire offhand, 10 shots rapid fire sitting/kneeling, 10 shots rapid fire prone, 20 shots slow fire prone at 100 Yards. (7.14).
TARGETS:  100 yard reduced targets, SR1, SR21 and MR31.

TARGET CHANGING:  No pits.  Shooters will change their own targets.

SCORING:  Shooters will act as scorers.

MATCH SCHEDULE: Check-in will begin at 7:00 and Entries close at 7:45.  First shot for record at 8:00.
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AWARDS:  Cash Prizes for High Aggregate, High Slow fire Aggregate, High Rapid Fire Aggregate, plus Class awards.  First Place for each class with a minimum of 3 shooters.  Second place if 5 shooters.  Third Place if 7 or more in Class.  Classes will be combined upward to reach minimums.
RANGE FACILITIES: Covered concrete area behind firing line.  Range has rest rooms, refrigerator, and microwave.  RV hookups available.
