TARGETS: All firing will be on appropriate NRA targets SR, SR-3 and MR-1.

RIFLES: Current NRA Rifle rules, 3.1, 3.1.1, 3.1.2, 3.1.3, 3.2 and 3.3.

SQUADDING: All matches will be squadded.  Squadding will be available from the Stat Office 30 minutes before firing starts.

Stage 1: 200 yards, Standing, 2 sighters, 20 record shots, 22 minute time limit
Stage 2: 200 yards, Standing to sitting or kneeling, 2 sighters, 20 record shots in two 10-shot strings of 60 seconds each.
Stage 3: 300 yards, Standing to prone, 2 sighters, 20 record shots in two 10-shot strings of 70 seconds each.
Stage 4: 600 yards, 2 sighters, 20 record shots, prone slow fire.  Time limit of 22 minutes.

Awards will be given in the Rapid fire, Slow fire and Grand Aggregate.
0800 Hours Saturday, October 4, 2008
Match 2: 200 yards, Standing, 2 sighters, 20 record shots, 22 minute time limit.

Match 3: 200 yards, Standing to sitting or kneeling, 2 sighters, 20 record shots in two 10-shot strings of 60 seconds each.

Match 4: 300 yards, Standing to prone, 2 sighters, 20 record shots in two 10-shot strings of 70 seconds each.

Match 5: 600 yards, 2 sighters, 20 record shots, prone slow fire.  Time limit of 22 minutes.

Match 6: Rapid fire aggregate, an aggregate of Matches 3 and 4.

Match 7: Slow fire aggregate, an aggregate of Matches 2 and 5.

Match 8: Regional Championship, an aggregate of Matches 6 and 7.

SPECIAL NOTICE: All relays will complete all firing at 200 yards before leaving the firing line.

NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP CREDIT AWARD: The highest competitor in each class (providing there are a minimum of 5 competitors in the classification in the grand aggregate) will receive $40.00 credit toward entry fees to Camp Perry for this discipline.  The credit is valid for 13 months and is not transferable.  An individual may win more than one credit within a (Camp Perry Year( but they cannot exceed the entry fees.

AWARD RESTRICTIONS: A competitor may not win more than one award in any one match.  There must be at least 3 competitors in a class/category for first place award, 5 for second, 8 for third place and 12 for fourth.  In the even there are less competitors in a class/category, they will be combined upward and across. Example: Civ<->, M,-ESS<-Mk.  High Master cannot be combined with others.

OPEN BOLT INDICATORS: Open Bolt Indicators will be used.
