CLASSIFICATION:  The NRA classification system will be used in all matches.

SPECIAL CATEGORIES:  Lady, Junior, Senior, Grand Senior and F-Class.

SCORING/TARGET SERVICE:  Competitors will score/pull targets.  NO YOUNG CHILDREN WILL BE ALLOWED IN THE PITS.

MATCH #1:  ANY RIFLE ANY SIGHT.  1000 yards, unlimited practice firing and 20 record shots in a time limit of 30 minutes.

MATCH #2:  ANY RIFLE IRON SIGHT.  1000 yards, unlimited practice firing and 20 record shots in a time limit of 30 minutes.

0800 HOURS SAT. NOVEMBER 1, 2008
MATCH #3:  ANY RIFLE ANY SIGHT.  1000 yards, unlimited practice firing and 20 record shots in a time limit of 30 minutes.

MATCH #4:  ANY RIFLE ANY SIGHT. 1000 yards, unlimited practice firing and 20 record shots in a time limit of 30 minutes.

MATCH #5:  FOUR PERSON TEAM MATCH ANY RIFLE ANY SIGHT. 1000 yards 2 sighters and 20 record shots in a time limit of 30 minutes per team member.

0800 HOURS SUN. NOVEMBER 2, 2008
MATCH #6:  ANY RIFLE METALLIC SIGHT. 1000 yards, unlimited practice firing and 20 record shots in a time limit of 30 minutes.

MATCH #7:  ANY RIFLE METALLIC SIGHT. 1000 yards, unlimited practice firing and 20 record shots in a time limit of 30 minutes..

MATCH #8:  STATE LONG RANGE CHAMPIONSHIP, an aggregate of matches, #3, #4, #6 &  #7.

SPECIAL CATEGORY RIFLE:  F class, any rifle, any sight, any support may be used in all matches.   IF USED, IT MUST BE SO NOTED ON SCORE CARD. This category will not be classified. There must be three or more competitors for an award.

AWARDS

Awards will consist of cash. 
Matches #1, #2, #3, #4, #6, #7:  Awards will be given to each match winner and to the high individuals in each class award group.

Special Award:  A special award will be awarded to the highest scoring competitor firing a Palma Rifle (rule 3.3.3) in Match #8.

Match #5:   A match winner will be paid a cash award.  A first and second place award will be paid to class winners, providing there are at least 4 teams in a class for first, 8 for second. In the event there are less teams in a class they will be combined upward, Example:  M<- EX<- SS<-MK.

AWARD RESTRICTIONS:  A competitor may not win more than one award in any one match. There must be at least 3 competitors in a class for a first place award, 7 for second, 11 for third place and 15 for fourth place.  In the event there are less than 3 competitors in a class they will be combined upward.   

SPECIAL CATEGORIES:   There must be 3 or more competitors in a Special Category for an award.
