COURSE OF FIRE: 80 shot Regional Course of fire (Rule 7.15) at 200, 300 and 600 Yards, with 2 sighters at each stage.  Team Matches will be 10 shots Standing and Slow Fire Prone and 20 shots in the rapid stages with 2 sighters at each stage.  Mid-Range Matches will 20 shots for record at each stage with unlimited sighters on the first stage and 2 sighters on the 2nd and 3rd stage.  Palma (Rule 7.18 & 8.2a) will be 15 shots for record with unlimited sighters on the first stage and 2 sighters on the 2nd and 3rd stage.  Mid-Range and Long Range stages will all have a 22 minute time limit.
“F” CLASS:  F Class competition will be governed by Section 22 of the current NRA Rule Book for Mid-Range and Long Range matches. 

TEAM MATCHES:  Teams will be made up during the squadding period from available shooters to balance the teams as to ability and experience.

RULES:  Current NRA High Power Rules apply.  It is the Competitor’s responsibility to be familiar with the rules.

SIGHTS:  Metallic as defined in Rule 3.7(a)(1) and (2).  F Class as defined in Rule 3.4 Any Sight.
TARGETS:  SR, SR-3, MR-1 for 800 point and team matches.  MR-1 for 3x600.  MR-63, MR-65 & MR-1 for 300, 500, 600 yd matches.  LR target for Palma.   F Class, MR-63FC, MR-65FC, MR-1FC, LRFC.
COMPETITOR RESPONSIBILITIES:  All Competitors will Pull Targets and act as Scorers.
MATCH SCHEDULE: Check-in will begin at 7:00 AM.  Match will START PROMPTLY AT 8:00 AM. 
SQUADDING:  All Matches will be squadded.  Squadding will be available by 7:50 AM.  Rule 11.6.7 will not be in effect.
