ENTRIES:  ADVANCE ENTRY IS REQUIRED.  Entries must be made on enclosed entry form and accompanied by full payment.  Entries will be accepted to the capacity of the range (100).  Due to the need for an accurate head count for the BBQ, late entries WILL BE CHARGED AN ADDITIONAL $10.00.  Entries must be received by February 25, 2008 to avoid the late fee.  In the past I have not enforced the late entry fee so be forewarned.

ELIGIBILITY:   Open to any individual member of the NRA.  Non-U.S. citizens who are also non-residents, who are not members of the National Rifle Association of America, but who are members in good standing of their own national association, may enter.  Membership in the California Rifle and Pistol Association (CRPA) is required of all shooters.  Non-California residents who show proof of current membership in an NRA affiliated  association or NRA approved foreign shooting federation may purchase a 3-day CRPA membership for $5.  For competitors who do not meet these qualifications, the fee for CRPA membership is $22 per year.  CRPA Junior membership is $5.
VETRANS TEAM PRACTICE:   The Vetrans Team will be holding a practice on Feb.25-27.  Free to those team members who are members of the Coalinga Rifle Club all others $5.00 per day.

0800  Sunday, March 2-Match 4:  Individual Palma Match.  Same as Match 3.  Match 5, the
           California State Palma Championship, is the aggregate of Matches 3 and 4.
AWARDS:   The individual competitor using a Palma Rifle with the highest score in Match 5 will be awarded the California Bear Trophy and cash.  Cash awards will be given for Matches 1 through 5.  There must be 3 or more competitors/teams in a class for a first place award, 7 for second, 11 for third and 15 for fourth place.  If there are less than 3 competitors/teams in any one class they will be combined with the next higher class.  Also the individual competitor using a Palma Rifle with the highest score in the aggregate of Matches 2 and 5 will be awarded the Brick-Martin Trophy.
CRPA TEAM SELECTION:   National Team members will be selected from eligible competitors in order of merit from those firing in the last sanctioned CRPA Championship with the appropriate rifle.  A person accepting a position on the California State Team agrees to abide by the rules of the Association and any reasonable form of instructions from the Team Captain.  Anyone failing to comply will be subject to disciplinary action.
