LOCATION:  Coalinga Rifle Range, Derrick Blvd., ¾  mile n. of Jayne Ave. Coalinga
FOOD:  Sandwiches and cold sodas will be available at the range. A BBQ  will be served, free to all paying competitors, after firing Saturday.  Juniors and all others will pay $10. 
ENTRIES:  ADVANCED ENTRY IS REQUIRED.  All entries must be made on the enclosed entry form.  Entries must be accompanied by full payment in the form of check, money order, or award points.  Entries will be accepted to the capacity of the range (100) and will close on 13 February. Cancellations will be accepted and all fees will be refunded through 20 February.  Post entries will be charged a $10.00 late fee.

ELIGIBILITY:  Open to any individual member of the NRA.  Non-U.S. citizens who are also non-residents, who are not members of the National Rifle Association of America, but who are members in good standing of their own national association, may enter.  Membership in the California Rifle and Pistol Association (CRPA) is required of all shooters.  Non-California residents who are current members of their NRA affiliated association or NRA approved foreign shooting federation may purchase a 3-day CRPA membership for $5.  For competitors who do not meet these qualifications, the fee for CRPA membership is $22 per year.  CRPA Junior membership is $5.

SQUADDING:  All matches will be squadded.  Squadding will begin at the statistical office one hour before firing. 

CLASSIFICATION:  A competitor who has no NRA International Fullbore Prone Rifle classification, either regular or temporary by score record book (Rule 19.14), but who has an NRA classification in one or more of the other High Power, Smallbore, or International Rifle categories, will be given an “Assigned Classification” corresponding to his or her highest in those categories (Rule 19.6).
SPECIAL CLASSIFICATION:  F Class, Any Rifle Any Sight, Any Rifle Iron Sight and Service Rifle.  Competitors in special classifications are not eligible for Match Winner (the exception is Service Rifle).
SPECIAL CATEGORIES:  Woman, Junior, Senior, and Grand Senior and Non-U.S. Resident..  There must be three or more competitors in a special category for an award.  Special category awards will be given in the State Championship only.

SCORING/TARGET SERVICE:  Competitors will score/pull targets.  NO YOUNG CHILDREN WILL BE ALLOWED IN THE PITS.

TARGETS:  MR63 for 300 yards, MR1 for 600 yards, LR for 800, 900 and 1000 yards.


F-Class will use appropriate F-Class targets.

RULES:  Current NRA International Fullbore Prone Rifle Rules will apply.  As a reminder Fullbore rifles must be either .223 or .308 cal. with the bullet weights of less than 81 and 156 grains respectively.  Rule 11.6.7 will not be in effect.

FIRING SCHEDULE

Wednesday 20 February – Squadded practice at 300, 600, 900 and 1000 yards.

Thursday 21 February – Club Match: 2 convertible sighters and 10 shots for record at 


300, 600, 900, and 1000 yards (two to the mound).  Squadding 0800-0830.  


Safety Brief 0830.  Commence fire 0900.

Friday 22 February – 4 Man Team Match.  2 convertible sighters and 15 shots for

record at 800, 900, and 1000 yards for each firing team member.

Squadding 0800-0830.  Safety Brief 0830.  Commence fire 0900.

Saturday 23 February – Day 1 State Fullbore Championship:  2 convertible sighters and

15 shots for record at 300, 600, 800, and 900 yards (string fire).

Squadding 0700-0730.  Safety Brief 0730.  Commence fire 0800.

Sunday 24 February – Day 2 State Fullbore Championship:  2 convertible sighters and


15 shots for record at 300, 600, 900, and 1000 yards (string fire).

Squadding 0700-0730.  Safety Brief 0730.  Commence fire 0800.

AWARDS:  Awards will consist of cash.  There must be at least 3 competitors/teams in a class for a first place award, 7 for a second place, and 11 for a third and 15 for fourth place.  If there are less than 3 competitors/teams in any one class they will be combined with the next higher class.   

Club Match:  Awards will be given to the match winner and to the high individuals in each class award group.

Team Match:  Awards will be given to the winning team and to the high team in each class award group.

Day 1 and Day 2:  There will be awards for the Day 1 and Day 2 total.  California  
State Fullbore Championship the winner will receive the California Bear Trophy and  cash.  Awards will be given to special categories and high individuals in each class .
